Registration from 3pm Sunday 25th September
The Wildlife Disease Association – Australasian Section conference will be held from 25th to 30th of September 2011 in the Coorong area, South Australia, Australia. We are preparing an exciting scientific program with the traditional friendly atmosphere, characteristic of WDA meetings.  In addition to seminars, we are organising a field trip into the amazing Coorong, long inhabited by the Njarrindjeri people and a Ramsar listed wetland system. 
We are looking forward to seeing you in South Australia this year! 
LOCATION and FOOD
This year’s conference is being held at the Camp Coorong Race Relations and Cultural Education Centre www.ngarrindjeri.com. Onsite accommodation includes dormitories and tent camping with access to bathroom facilities. Bush camping (no bathroom facilities) at Bonney Reserve (approx 1km away) is also available. PLEASE NOTE, BEDDING (sleeping bags, towels etc) IS NOT PROVIDED AND WILL NEED TO BE SUPPLIED BY DELEGATES.
Shirley, Dennis and family will be joining us again this year and keeping our bellies full. Self-catering delegates will have access to a microwave and BBQ. Access to other kitchen facilities will be available via negotiation with Shirley and may only be available after meal times. Self-caterers can bring their own gas stoves. All delegates whether self catering or not are invited to enjoy morning and afternoon teas.

CONFERENCE ACTIVITIES
Field Trips
This year we are offering 2 field trip options. The field trips are run by our hosts, the Ngarrindjeri people at Camp Coorong Race Relations and Cultural Education Centre. Local elder Uncle Tom Trevorrow will be our guide on these trips. Each trip will be limited to 40-45 people. If most delegates select one trip, we will run that trip twice. It may be possible for delegates to attend both trips depending on numbers. Both trips will involve bus travel between locations and short walks. There will be opportunities for photo and bird viewing stops and trips will be flexible depending on interest.
Trip 1: Field trip to the southern end of the Coorong (approx. 5 hours). On this field trip you will be able to cross the sand dunes to the Southern Ocean where you will view Ngarrindjeri Midden Sites. You will visit Chinamen’s Well and discuss the history of the area, travel Old Melbourne Road to view a mallee fowl nest and visit Jack’s Point to view the Pelican Breeding Island. 
Trip 2: Field trip to the northern end of the Coorong (approx. 4 hours). On this field trip you will travel along the Coorong and view the Stone Fish Traps made by the Ngarrindjeri people who have lived here for thousands of years. You will visit Pelican Point and see the barrages. Here we will discuss the impact these barrages have had on the environment and animal life. We will travel on to Raukkan (Pt McLeay) where you will have the opportunity to have a look at the church that is printed on the $50.00 note and discuss the Raukkan area and history. 
Conference dinner:  this year’s dinner will be held at the Cheese Factory, Meningie’s Museum Restaurant on Thursday night (29th September).
Wine and Cheese night and Silent Auction
Following dinner, an evening of enjoying local wine and cheeses (with non-animal rennet!) while raising funds for the activities of the WDA-A.
